It aims to challenge the boys and girls both in and out of the classroom: balance
and challenge are the key words and all students are expected to follow the full programme of
academic study, art, craft, design, technology, sailing, sports, adventure, confidence building, and
a wide range of recreations (e.g. horse-riding, fishing, shooting, golf, tennis, ten-pin bowling, ice
skating, and go-karting) . The integrated programme also puts emphasis on English as a Foreign Language

and great improvements are shown by the students both in language skills and confidence. The GISS has a
staffing ratio of one member of staff for every two students so in all these activities the boys and girls are very
well supervised and looked after. The safety and security of our students are our priority: Parents can send
their children in complete confidence.

There is also the "Gordonstoun West Coast Adventure" experience: for three days,
students are based on the magical island of Raasay on the West Coast of Scotland. Here
students go abseiling, climbing, canoeing, and walking in the mountains where they gain in '
confidence and team spirit with each challenge. They also spend three days, sailing in one of
the Gordonstoun fleet of 45' ocean going yachts visiting coves and harbours along the West

Coast with beach barbeques and wonderful views of scenery and seabirds and sometimes £
whales.

All this indicates a 'summer of a lifetime'. which is challenging, exciting, instructive, and
- enjoyable. It also gives all who attend a framework of international friendship which spans the
world and provides early insight on many different cultures and ways of life. It is the summer
= holiday course with a difference and to quote a recent parent comment - "The children have
